Differentiation


Please remember that differentiating instruction and assessment for English Language Learners (ELL) is key to making grade-level content-area instruction comprehendible.  I am including a few helpful ways you may want to differentiate with your ELL. 


Assess on ½ of the Spelling or 


Vocabulary Words, but expose to


 all words. 


Assess students using pictures 


and words instead of sentences 


and paragraphs. This can even be 


done at the middle and high school level as well. 


Have students type assessment answers in Google Translate and translate it into English. 


Provide a book on tape AND the written copy.


Show students a day ahead of time what chapter you will be working on the next day. Allow the ELL to take the readings home and study for tomorrow’s class. 


Use graphic organizers and photos whenever possible. 


Allow and coax students to use a bilingual dictionary.  If you need one, please let me know. 


Provide a highlighter and allow students to highlight unknown words while reading. Later, have them look them up or explain the meanings.
